Bubble Bath  Sparkling Flight ~ $15 
NV   FRANCOIS MONTAND “Blanc de Blancs”, Chardonnay — France   
   Nose of pear and white peach, with a hint of baked bread. 
NV GRUET “Brut”, Chardonnay/ Pinot Noir — New Mexico    

Piquant lemon touches off the palate. A fine mousse with plenty of herb cascades into the finish.  
NV BARON DE BREBAN, Brut Rosé , Grenache – Provence, France     

Light and balanced aromas of white strawberry, cranberry, and cherry blossoms. Juicy and  
vibrant in the style of Provence, the palate beckons another sip on a hot day. 

 
Bright Whites  White Wine Flight  ~ $13   

2013 PINE RIDGE, Chenin Blanc/Viognier — California       
A nose of crisp yellow peach. Pear and mango on the silky palate, white flowers on the finish. 

2013 ANNE AMIE, Müller-Thurgau — Yamhill-Carlton, Oregon 
Pineapple, white peach and apple blossom aromas invite sip after sip on a hot day. 
Refreshing citrus flavors cleanse the palate with surprising complexity and depth. 

2012 VIÑA ROBLES, White⁴, Viognier/Verdelho/Vermentino/Sauv Blanc — Paso Robles, CA Bursting 
flavors of passion fruit, honey dew and orange blossom, with strikingly mouth-watering acidity, and 
balanced roundness for a lasting finish. 

   
Blondes Have More Fun  White Wine Flight  ~ $15  

2011 ROYAL TOKAJI, Furmint — Mád, Hungary 
 Subtle aromas of yellow honeysuckle, walnut, and honeydew.  A soft, round mouth feel on the mid palate 
 is complimented with flavors of lime juice and gooseberries, and refreshing, prickly acidity. 
2012 STEELE, “Writer’s Block”, Roussanne — Lake County, California 

Grilled bread with pear, cucumber, green tea, and orange zest. Subtle spice and lissome 
posture on the finish. 

2011 LUIGI BAUDANA, “Dragon”, Chardonnay/Sauv Blanc/Riesling — Langhe, Piedmont, Italy 
Crisp green apple, white peach, and mandarin orange juice co-mingle with light spice and herbs.  Each 
grape is beautifully showcased, making this a perfect food wine. 
 

Platinum Blondes  Chardonnay Wine Flight  ~ $23 
2011 NICHOLSON JONES “Dolly Hill Vineyard”, Chardonnay – Carneros, California 
 Pineapple, crisp green apples, yellow pears and coconut milk.  Sparkling minerality and balanced  acidity 
 keep it high-pitched from start to finish. Brisk, yet enticing and fulfilling. 
2012 CHALK HILL, Chardonnay — Sonoma Coast, California  

Pillowy, rich aromas of apple blossom, vanilla and custard. On the palate hints of toasty oak are 
balanced with golden apple and a long, caramel finish. 

2011 DIERBERG, Chardonnay — Santa Maria Valley, California   
Aromas of lime zest, tropical flower, and brioche. Rich and full on the palate, with ripe mandarin, guava 
and a touch of ocean air.   
 

Summer of Riesling  Riesling Wine Flight  ~ $13 
2009 LOUIS SIPP, “Nature’S”, Riesling — Alsace, France  

Pleasant aromas of yellow grapefruit, kiwi, and honey suckle are followed by brilliant, quenching 
acidity on the palate.  Expressive wine with round mouthfeel, and a lingering, citrusy finish. 

2012 FORIS, Riesling — Rogue Valley, Oregon 
 Enticing aromas of wildflowers, honey, and fresh rain. Rich and refreshing, leading to a rewarding 
 afterglow of green apple honey. Complexity and perfect integration along with rustic appeal. 
2009 BAUER HAUS, Auslese, Riesling — Rheinhessen, Germany   

Pineapple and nectarine lifted by an unbelievably pleasant petrol scent. Tropical fruits fill the mouth 
with lean, never cloying sweetness. 
 

 
 
 
 



   
 
Pretty In Pink  Rosé Wine Flight ~ $13 

2013 BERNARD MAGREZ “Douce Vie”, Rosé of Grenache /Syrah/Cinsault/ — Cotes de Provence, FR 
 Light, elegant, and refreshing with melon and kiwi notes, soft acidity, finishing with 
 white peach and subtle green apple. 
2013 RENEGADE WINE COMPANY, Rosé of  Syrah/Cinsault/Counoise — Columbia Valley, WA 

Bouquet of red cherry. Tart white peach and Anjou pear, with a touch of spicy licorice.  
2013 MULDERBOSCH, Rosé of Cabernet Sauvignon — Coastal Region, South Africa   

Rich and floral offering honey suckle and white cherry with raspberry and 
 savory spices on the finish. 
 

Roll Out The Red Carpet  Red Wine Flight ~ $13 
2011 LOUIS LATOUR “Domaine de Valmoissine”, Pinot Noir — Var, France 

Rustic aromas of baked strawberry, rhubarb, and a touch of worn leather.  
 Bright acidity with a splash of cranberry, red raspberry and nutmeg.   
2012 CA’MOMI “Rosso di Napa”, Cabernet Sauvignon/Zinfandel/Syrah — Napa Valley, California 
 Rich black cherry notes accented with dried cranberry and baking spice. The red fruit on the 
 palate is laced with fine milk chocolate.  
2012 CATENA, Malbec — Mendoza, Argentina       

Notes of raspberry, dark cherries, plum, and chocolate with undertones of loam and earth. 
Ripe black fruits finish with an elegant silkiness.  

 
Take Me To Bed Reds  Red Wine Flight ~ $17 

2011 CHATEAU BEAUCHENE, Grenache/Syrah/Mourvèdre — Côtes du Rhône, France 
 An elegant nose of baker’s chocolate, cranberry and Bing cherry mingle with  

complex earth notes of game and leather. 
2012 TRENTADUE “Old Patch Red”, Zinfandel/Syrah/Carignan/Petit Sirah — North Coast, CA 

This wine features a deep red hue, with flavors to match: baked cherry and blueberry mingle with 
cherry cola and maple.  Nuances of cocoa and dark toast round out this complex crowd-pleaser. 

2009 TENUTA MONTETI, “Caburnio”, Cab. Sauv./Merlot/ Alicante Bouchet — Tuscany, IT 
 Great structure with dense dark fruits, chocolate covered cherry, tobacco, and earth.  

The wine concludes with well-worn saddle leather.   
 
Soft, Sexy, Sassy  Pinot Noir Wine Flight ~ $23 

2010 ANT MOORE, Pinot Noir — Central Otago, New Zealand 
Wisps of herbs and black tea are woven through a juicy layer of black cherry compote. Delicate 
and distinctive flavors unfold through the long finish. 

2009 MAYSARA “Jamsheed”, Pinot Noir — McMinnville, Willamette Valley, Oregon  
 A complex sense of place permeates delightfully rich cherry and dried raspberry. Medium- 
 bodied with evolving layers of yum. 
2012 VIN VER’RAY by Nicholson Jones, Pinot Noir — Anderson Valley, California   
 Dark and brooding with a core of juicy black cherry and mineral freshness.  Suggestions of  
 espresso dance on the palate, followed with rich, polished fruit and bold character. 

 
Catch a Cab  Cabernet Sauvignon Flight ~ $26 
 2011 ANDERSON “Prologue” Cabernet Sauvignon — Central Coast, CA  

After subtle cherry, plum and sage nuances on the nose, luscious black fruit coats the  
  tongue with soft, juicy complexity. 

2011 CONN CREEK, Cabernet Sauvignon — Napa Valley, California 
Blackberry jam, baking spices, and chocolate covered berries lead to bright acidity  
and elegant tannins. 

 2011 CROSSFORK CREEK by Sheridan Cabernet Sauvignon — Yakima Valley, Washington 
Aromas of dark berry and black cherry lead to mouth-watering cranberry and   

  rhubarb pie on the palate.  Gentle spice compliments moderate tannins.  
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
