2019 SAINT-HILLAIRE, Blanquette de Limoux, Mauzac/Chardonnay/Chenin — Limoux, France 5.5 11 Please

Pale gold with fine bubbles. Intense aroma of white flowers and citrus fruit. Creamy and smooth on Ask
the palate, with lingering aromas of freshly baked bread, golden delicious apples, and Meyer lemon. Server
NV SCARPETTA, Brut Prosecco Rosé, Pinot Nero - Fruili, Italy 6 13

Beautiful pink color, very pale. A pleasant nose of small red fruits. On the palate,
good length ornamented with a delicious freshness. A fine balanced wine.
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Light bodied whites with emphasis on purity.

2021 LIQUID LIGHT, Sauvignon Blanc — Washington 5 10
Mango, citrus, and lemongrass dominate the nose. Mango continues through to the palate
along with other tropical flavors such as papaya and pineapple, finishing with mouth-watering

acidity.

2020  GIO, Pinot Grigio — Veneto, Italy 4.5 9
Brillant, clear, straw yellow with delicate aromas of peach and melon and a dry, rich finish.

2020 ABBAZIA DI NOVACELLA, Kerner — Alto Adige, Italy 7 14

The color is pale straw yellow with green hues, red apple and peach fruit on the nose with a
hint of mango.

2018 BRANDBORG “Coastal Cuvée”, Gewiirz/Riesling/Pinot Blanc/Sauv Blanc - Oregon 55 11
Rich, complex fruit combined with floral notes, sharp minerality, and a hint of spice. The palate shows crisp green and
luscious yellow apple and tropical fruit with a hint of sweetness taken over with bright acidity and a long finish.
